How do I reach my hotel from the airport?

Bewleys Hotel (Leopardstown) and Stillorgan Park Hotel (Stillorgan): There is an Aircoach that leaves regularly from the Airport, details of where you get the bus and departure times can be found on the following website: www.aircoach.ie/. Make sure you mention that you want to be dropped off at Bewleys Hotel Leopardstown as there is another Bewleys Hotel close to the city centre. This Aircoach also collects regularly from these hotels to deliver you back to the Airport. Also you can use Dublin Bus No. 747 to the City Centre. When using Dublin Bus please have the exact fare, as the driver will not issue change, see fares & info. A 3 day Rambler ticket costs €11.00 and can be purchased from most newsagents or from Kiosks at the Airport.

IMI: The easiest way to travel to IMI from the airport is to get a Taxi but it's expensive at (€ 30-40). You can also get a bus in to the City Centre and then the Green Line-Luas (Light rail) to the Kilmacud stop. Information on Luas can be found on luas.ie/green-line.php. Information on what buses to get in to City Centre can be found at softguide-dublin.com/info/airport.html.

Hilton Dublin Hotel: Taxi the full way or Bus in to City Centre and then you can take a Taxi or Luas-Green Line to the Kilmacud stop

Beacon Hotel (Beacon Court): Taxi the full way or Bus to the City Centre and Luas-Green Line to the Kilmacud stop.

Fitzwilliam Hotel: Taxi or Bus to St. Stephens Green.

How should I commute from my hotel to the Meetings’ venue?

· The meeting will be held at the IMI, Sandyford Road Dublin 16 in the south side of Dublin (www.imi.ie). Please ask your hotel concierge for exact directions on how to reach the IMI

· You may take a taxi (€ 10-20) depending on the location of your hotel and how heavy the traffic is.

· You can walk (only from Bewleys Hotel Leopardstown-20 minutes and the Beacon Hotel-10 minutes).

· You can take the Luas (Green Line) if it is close to your hotel, you will need to get off at the Balally Stop. There will be a shuttle bus to collect you at this stop or you can walk from either the Balally or the Kilmacud stop (10-15 minutes) to the IMI. 

· The bus no.44 Dublin Bus - City centre termini from the City Centre will drop you outside the IMI. It can be very slow depending on traffic. It is quicker to take the Luas from St.Stephens Green. There are directions how to get to the IMI on this website www.imi.ie.
