Most international flights arrive at Vantaa Airport which is 19 km north of the city. Bus no. 615 shuttles between Vantaa airport and platform no. 10 at Rautientori (Railway Square) next to the main railway station and costs 3 euros. Finnair buses provide a service from Vantaa airport to Asemaaukio, next to the railway station every 20 minutes and cost 4.90 euros. Expect to pay 16.80 euros for a door-to-door taxi.

The weather in Helsinki can be checked at www.fmi.fi, choose “in English” from the lower left corner. A five-day forecast can be checked by choosing the location “Helsinki” beside the “local weather” in the lower right corner.

The meeting place is Finnish Meteorological Institute, Dynamicum building, Erik Palmenin aukio 1, at the Kumpula campus area in Helsinki. The bus or tram journey from the city centre to the meeting place takes about 15-20 minutes depending on the traffic conditions (See maps below).

Buses from the city centre towards Kumpula depart from the square beside the railway station

Bus No. 75, platform 6, stop “Kumpula campus”

Bus No. 77, platform 5, stop “Kumpula campus”

Tram No. 6 has a stop in front of the railway station. Take the tram towards “Arabia”, step out at stop “Kyläsaarenkatu” or “Kumpula campus”.

One-way tickets can be bought from the bus and tram drivers, prices are 2 euros for a tram ticket and 2,20 euros for a bus ticket. Bus tickets are valid for one hour during which you can ride with buses, trams and subway freely.

You can also by a 24-hour tourist ticket from the drivers. The tickets are valid for 24 hours and give an unlimited access to buses, trams, subway and the ferry to the Suomenlinna museum fortress island. The ticket costs 6 euros. You can buy also 3-day (12 euros) and 5-day tourist tickets (18 euros), but not from drivers. You should ask your hotel reception about the nearest place to buy them.

A taxi from the city centre to the Kumpula campus takes about 10-15 minutes and costs about 10 euros. The taxis have meters. Tipping is not necessary.
